3. Entries must not have been previously  
published or won a prize in another competition. 
 
4. No entry form is required but entrants should list 
their contact details on a separate sheet and sign 
their name below the following sentence: ‘this  
entry is entirely my original work and I reside  
permanently in the ACT region’.  No names are to 
appear on the manuscript. 
 
5. Entries should be typed, single spaced on A4  
paper, one side only.  
 
6. Limit of one entry per person.  
 
7. Entries should be postmarked on or before  
25 September  2008.  Hand deliveries are accepted. 
 
8. Entry fees should accompany submissions.  
Please do not send cash through the mail. 
 
9.  Entries will initially be assessed in-house and a 
selection of the best stories will be forwarded to the 
judge.  Of these, a shortlist of six stories will be 
made from which the winner will be selected. The 
award will be given to the story that, in the opinion 
of the judge, has the greatest literary merit of all the 
eligible entries.

five runners-up.

Christmas Party in early December. 
Word Count: 1500-3000 words. 
Publication: The winning story plus five  
runners-up will be published in the ACT Writers 
Centre newsletter, ACTWrite, as well as on the 
website (if authors permit) over the months 
following the announcement.
